This coming year we will be gathering all the Year 2 Confirmation students from throughout the 
Sacramento Diocese for our 13th Annual Confirmation Conference, Fired Up! Thousands of Year 
2 Confirmation students have come to experience the fire and joy for our Catholic faith at Fired 
Up every year since the Confirmation Conference first began.   
 
Fired Up is a component of the Confirmation Norms and is a different experience with a 
different focus than a retreat.  Ask anyone who has been to a World Youth Day or regional 
conference like LA Youth Day or NCYC - there's something powerful that happens when 
hundreds or even thousands of teens gather at one time as Church to celebrate our faith, 
experience the joy of the Holy Spirit, listen to dynamic speakers, and pray together.  The 
excitement is for Christ and His Church, but unlike the Confirmation retreat, the focus is upon 
connecting the student with their bishop, connecting with the more global Church, and calling 
them to see Confirmation as a beginning, rather than an end by how they respond once they 
have been sealed by the Holy Spirit at their Confirmation. These focus points call to mind two 
experiences from the Rite of Christian Initiation – the Rite of Election and the period of 
mystagogia. 
 
This year as we are working with a new normal and to keep our traditions, we are working hard 
to make Fired Up safe experience for our young people and chaperones. With that in mind we 
have adjusted our schedules and have had to limit our numbers at our venues and created a 
day for our Catholic Elementary schools to attend together.
